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THE VINTAGE:

Margaret River had an abundant winter and spring rainfall then following on
from that little or no rain from November until mid-March. Whilst yields were
relatively low in the region for this year, those picked were of excellent quality.

THE WINEMAKING:

The fruit was hand harvested and transported to the winery where it was cooled
overnight and hand sorted. Maceration lasted for 6 weeks with minimal pump
overs and temperatures ranging from 12°-27°C. The wine was pressed to tank and
allowed to settle for 7 days prior to oak maturation. A range of coopers were used
in the wine’s development.

THE WINE:

Aromas of red earth with a compote of berries and fine nuances of dried bay leaf.
The oak is gentle with soft tannins and spice notes with a long complex finish.
