THE VINTAGE:

Avery dry winter and spring (driest in 100 years). These dry conditions
continued throughout summer. Good rainfalls in February provided much
needed moisture. Very low crops but exceptional whites and reds.

THE WINEMAKING:

Grapes were selected from various sites across the Great Southern. Great
attention to harvest dates along with gentle de-stemming, minimal use of
sulphur and using free-run juice from select parcels of fruit ensured the elegance
and purity of flavour was maintained.

THE WINE:

Almost transparent in colour, this wine shows great purity and refinement. A
fragrant bouquet, with flavours of lemon peel and bath salts all carried along by a
soft texture and long fineacid.
